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• The Specialist Medicines Service in NHS Somerset ensures timely access to essential end of 
life (EOL) medicines during periods when obtaining urgent stock may be more challenging, 
such as weekends and bank holidays. The service commissions 13 designated community 
pharmacies—one within each Primary Care Network (PCN)—to maintain agreed stocks of key 
EOL medicines for emergency supply when needed.

• This service is intended to provide resilience and support urgent access to medicines; it does 
not replace the need for proactive planning and prescribing of EOL medicines. All community 
pharmacies in Somerset can order these medicines, and most routinely hold appropriate 
stock levels in line with the requirements of the Pharmacy Quality Scheme. Early identification 
of need and timely prescribing remain essential to ensure patients receive the right medicines 
at the right time.
